Welcome and Introduction of new KACI members, Felicia Cumings-Smith, Kentucky Department of Education and Charles Gagle, Eastern Kentucky University. Also welcomed were Regional KTIP University Coordinators, who were invited to this meeting last May to discuss KTIP concerns. A motion was made by LuAnn Asbury and seconded by Megan Purcell to accept the February minutes.
· KTIP Report:
There are 2,134 COEs in the following categories:

1,707 approved full year 
14 approved fall 
44 denied
369 incomplete (not submitted for review, but started)

710 slots are left, with a cap of 2,364. We were fortunate enough to receive funds from CTE this year, which allowed for an additional 59 slots.  KTIP staff has provided training to CKEC and Spalding this summer. If your area needs additional training, let us know and we will be happy to provide training to your region. We may provide this online or face to face.
· Felicia Cumings-Smith gave an overview of the Teacher Effectiveness System, to include goals, timelines and framework. Some of the key items captured were:

a. Student growth: Incorporating SMART Goal processes into professional growth planning will facilitate a cohesive relationship between student assessment, classroom environment, designing instruction, record keeping, reflection, and community relations.   
b. Currently, 54 districts are field testing different components. FY2013 will continue using those 54 districts to pilot the effectiveness system.
c. In FY2014 a state-wide pilot will be underway. Every district is required to be involved in program – but not all teachers. 
d. Principals will complete 5 modules offered through Teachscape to train in effective evaluations.  Principals should expect to participate in approximately 20-30 hours of work prior to taking the assessment.

Alison Crowley, math teacher at Lafayette in Fayette County, presented some concerns regarding the KTIP program which she and a fellow resource teacher share: 
a. Some teachers do not feel the stipend is worth the time spent out of the classroom for mentoring due to higher expectations for all teachers. 
b. Orientation meeting is extremely overwhelming for the intern
c. Emphasis on written lesson plans is too strong. 

d. Task F Leadership project is too stressful. General discussion ensued  regarding collaboration through technology, PLCs, etc. 
e. Pre- and post-assessments should be revisited to align with current practices
· Discussions held regarding changes to Tasks E, D, and F.  An adhoc committee will be formed to discuss possible improvements to aid in streamlining the process. An email will go out seeking volunteers for this work. 
· Discussion was held regarding updated training for those trained after 2008.
· Information from recent KTIP appeals was reviewed through Power Point. Q&A session followed. The PowerPoint will be sent to all districts in order to prevent common errors.

· Tom Stull gave a positive report regarding the co-teaching model and his experiences with the model.
