1. Welcome and introductions were given.  The NTEP team met at the CPE offices due to a KY Rising meeting beginning at 10 a.m. The NTEP team members were invited to remain afterward.
2. A review of the materials was provided.
3. The KTIP/PGES update:  The cycle 1 reports had been received but the number of respondents was low.  The cycle 2 reports are due the following week and additional efforts will be made to elicit more feedback.  Feedback included a strong desire to continue to ensure the information of PGES was included in IKTIP.  This results in a less burdensome process for the principals and teachers.  There was a concern shared to ensure a connection to the Danielson Framework to the Kentucky Teacher Standards.  Higher education faculty will need additional training to bring everyone up-to-speed.  The Kentucky Advisory Council for Internships (KACI) has developed a work team to develop this training.
4. Data Systems:  The work of the continuous assessment model and the overall KEPAS system continues development. As more data is received by KDE, the reports can include more data for the higher education, specifically as it relates to student achievement and teacher effectiveness.
5. The stock take 5 results demonstrated that KY is all green categories.  Though this did not mean the work had achieved a 4 in all categories, it means that KY is on a trajectory of success for each of its goals.  One of the goals that has assisted in achieving is the RFP with KDE with mini-grants for districts to investigate a teacher leadership model.  A review of the RFPs will be conducted soon.
6. KY Rising: Time had run out, so the remaining information (KY Rising) would be introduced and discussed at the meeting that will begin at 10:00 a.m. immediately following NTEP.
