KPIP/KTIP Monthly Newsletter
The slight change in the title of this message reflects that the monthly emails (which we will begin to refer to as Newsletters) will begin to include information about the Kentucky Principal Internship Program (KPIP) and be sent to KPIP Coordinators as well.  If your district has not yet entered contact information for the district’s KPIP Coordinator in Role Manager, please pass on the request to do so.  Knowing the appropriate district contact will assist us in communicating information to your district about the program.
KTIP/KPIP/IECE Training Status for All District Staff
Please be reminded that KTIP Coordinators can check the status of people who were trained in KTIP, KPIP, and/or IECE.
In order to do this:

1.  Log on to the Education Professional Standards Board (EPSB) at www.kyepsb.net
2.  At the bottom left, type your username and password in the login box

3.  Choose Kentucky Educator Certification Inquiry from the left side of the screen

2.  Select KTIP, KPIP, and/or IECE; choose District then click “Search” 

3.  On the right side of the screen under Permissions, add any other criteria you want considered in the search

4.  Click on the Search button

5.  This will generate a list of people trained in the area(s) you selected during or after summer of 2001.  

6.  Once the list of names appear, you may click on a name.  

7.  When the screen changes, click the Training button on the left-hand side of the screen and information on when this person was trained will appear.

Anyone trained in KTIP prior to June 1, 2001 will not be in the system and will need to be trained again.

Anyone previously trained in KPIP will only need Update Training.  Anyone who has not been trained in KPIP or who feels he/she needs to will attend the full training.  The training sites and locations are available on the web at www.kyepsb.net/internships/training.asp.
In addition to this being available in KECI, we have also updated the list of people who have been trained in KTIP found on the web.  The list is titled "KTIP Training Completers".  After logging on to the EPSB site at www.kyepsb.net, select Internships on the left side of the screen, then select Forms and Reports.  The "KTIP Training Completers" link is found here.

Question:

How do I know which one of the KPIP Trainings listed is an Update Training versus a Full Training?
EPSB Response:

Question:

Can the principal of a school be the principal mentor for a full-time assistant principal in the same school?

EPSB Response:

Though we do encourage a principal from a neighboring school, in cases where one cannot be found, the principal of the school may serve as the mentor of the full-time assistant principal.

16 KAR 7:020, Principal Intern Program, states: 

“Section 5. (2) The principal mentor shall be selected by the superintendent of the school district employing the principal intern. Preference in selection shall be given to the following criteria in the order stated:

(a) A currently-employed principal within the employing district but outside the intern's school;

(b) A currently-employed principal within the employing school district;

(c) A currently-employed principal in a nearby school district; or

(d) A recently-retired successful principal.

(3) Selection of a principal mentor from another school district shall be subject to the approval of the superintendent of the proposed principal mentor. An assistant principal shall not serve in this capacity. If a principal mentor is not available through these options, a qualified person shall be identified by the Kentucky Department of Education.

Question:

Is there a required number of years a person has to serve as a principal to be a KPIP principal mentor?
EPSB Response:
The regulation does not specify the number of years an educator must have served  in a principal role before he/she can be a principal mentor for KPIP.

Question:

When faxing a training certificate to the EPSB, should I include the individual’s social security number?

EPSB Response:

For security reasons we do not require a person’s social security number be placed on the original training certificate; however, when certificates are faxed to EPSB, the social security number is needed by staff to ensure the correct individual is credited with the training.

Question:

How long should intern paperwork be kept on file at the school district/school?

EPSB Response:

EPSB recommends that all documents associated with an internship be kept on file for five (5) years.  This affords time for an appeal or any later questions that could arise concerning the internship to be addressed.

Question:

Has the Workshop Preparation Assignment for the Kentucky Teacher Internship Program (KTIP) changed?

EPSB Response:

Yes.  Prior to attending a KTIP face-to-face training, participants must complete the KTIP Workshop Preparation Assignment online at www.kyeducators.org.  Upon completion of this electronic assignment, the participant will receive an email that confirms completion.  A copy of this email message must be taken to the face-to-face training for entry.

Question:

Who needs to be trained in the Kentucky Principal Internship Program (KPIP)?

EPSB Response:

Anyone planning to serve on a KPIP Committee must be trained.  Anyone previously trained in KPIP will only need Update Training.  Anyone who has not been trained in KPIP must attend the full training.  Please note that anyone who is only required to attend Update Training but feels he/she would benefit from the full training is welcome to attend.
