KTIP Pilot, Teacher Work Sample (TWS), and KTIP

Many of you working with interns participating in the KTIP Pilot Project over the last two years have asked for more information about changes being planned by EPSB staff.   Although the Education Professional Standards Board (EPSB) has given its approval for consideration of changes to the KTIP Portfolio based on the outcome of the Pilot Project, changes discussed in this communication have yet to be approved by the Board.

To give you a big picture, EPSB staff are working with a task force of K-12 teachers and representatives from teacher preparation programs to develop and refine the new Teacher Work Sample (TWS), which is planned to eventually replace the current KTIP portfolio.  

The TWS is a streamlined demonstration of the beginning teacher’s ability to analyze student learning and focus on good instruction.  All of the tasks in the TWS are concentrated on student achievement and are embedded in the teacher’s daily responsibilities.   A roll-out plan to replace the KTIP portfolio gradually over the next three years will be presented to the Board soon.  

A more immediate change is that the EPSB is no longer offering a two-year internship, but districts may volunteer to work with one of the eight regionally located KTIP University Coordinators to substitute the new TWS for the KTIP portfolio next year.  After some modifications to the directions and the rubrics this summer, the 180 Pilot Project Interns who started last year and 400 intern volunteers coordinated through the eight state universities will produce TWSs during the 2005-2006 school year, rather than regular KTIP portfolios.  Committees and interns using the TWS during the 2005-2006 school year will attend a TWS training during the summer/fall of 2005, for which they will receive a $250 stipend.  This will be the only year we will be able to pay all of the committee members and interns to participate in training.

Question:

What are the criteria for a person to serve on a KPIP Intern Committee as the Administrator Educator?

EPSB Response:

An administrator educator must be a faculty member in a state-approved administrator training program at an institution of higher education, and preference in selection is given to an administrator educator who has had experience as a principal or an assistant principal. 
If an administrator educator is not available, a person shall be selected who has had principal experience. Preference in selection is given in the following order:

(a) A district level administrator with previous principal experience in the employing district;

(b) A district level administrator with previous principal experience in a nearby school district; or

(c) A recently retired successful principal.

Question:

What are the criteria for a person to serve on a KTIP Intern Committee as the Resource Teacher?
EPSB Response:

In order for a person to serve as a Resource Teacher on a KTIP Intern Committee, he/she must be a practicing teacher.  This includes teachers that are practicing in a long-term substitute role or a teacher hired to act as a resource teacher for the school.  In assigning a Resource Teacher to a KTIP Intern Committee, priority is given to resource teachers in the following order:
1. Teachers with the same certification in the same school;

2. Teachers with the same certification in the same district;

3. Teachers in the same school;

4. Teachers in the same district; and

5. Teachers in an adjacent school district.

Question:
Does a person in an Alternative Certification program entering KTIP receive a Statement of Eligibility?

EPSB Response:

No, the person does not receive a Statement of Eligibility.  

When a person in an Alternative Certification Program is hired by a school district, the district should receive written confirmation from the college/university that the person has completed program requirements, passed all required assessments, and is ready to participate in KTIP.  After receiving this confirmation, the KTIP District Coordinator will complete a hard copy of a Confirmation of Employment (COE) and enter the information from this hardcopy into the Intern Management System.  This will enroll the person in KTIP.

Question:

Whom do I contact if my district is adding a new school?

EPSB Response:

The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) is the agency to contact when adding a new school.

Question:

How do I know which one of the KPIP Trainings listed is an Update Training versus a Full Training?
EPSB Response:

Question:

Can the principal of a school be the principal mentor for a full-time assistant principal in the same school?

EPSB Response:

Though we do encourage a principal from a neighboring school, in cases where one cannot be found, the principal of the school may serve as the mentor of the full-time assistant principal.

16 KAR 7:020, Principal Intern Program, states: 

“Section 5. (2) The principal mentor shall be selected by the superintendent of the school district employing the principal intern. Preference in selection shall be given to the following criteria in the order stated:

(a) A currently-employed principal within the employing district but outside the intern's school;

(b) A currently-employed principal within the employing school district;

(c) A currently-employed principal in a nearby school district; or

(d) A recently-retired successful principal.

(3) Selection of a principal mentor from another school district shall be subject to the approval of the superintendent of the proposed principal mentor. An assistant principal shall not serve in this capacity. If a principal mentor is not available through these options, a qualified person shall be identified by the Kentucky Department of Education.

Question:

Is there a required number of years a person has to serve as a principal to be a KPIP principal mentor?

EPSB Response:
The regulation does not specify the number of years an educator must have served  in a principal role before he/she can be a principal mentor for KPIP.
