An unusual number of KTIP coordinators have been unable to generate COEs.  We have discovered the problem is once potential KTIP committee members have participated in the face-to-face sessions, they are not following through by completing the online the process.  After the face-to-face session, they must return to KyEducators to complete the assessment, print the certificate, and notify EPSB of their training by clicking on the yellow square at the bottom left hand of the page.  It reads, “Click here after printing your certificate.  This sends your KTIP completion data to EPSB.”  You may have to scroll down to see it.  Please remind potential committee members that clicking the yellow square is an important part of the KTIP TPA training process.  
We have addressed this problem by adjusting the system so that potential KTIP committee members can now re-enter the system and complete the process.  However, anyone trained prior to August 22nd does not have this option so we have hand-entered them into IMS and they are now registered as trained.

 We apologize for the inconvenience this has caused and thank you for your patience as we move forward to improve our system.  Thank you so very much for your assistance with this matter.
