A Training Must

Anyone in your district who was KTIP trained prior to summer 2006 must be retrained in KTIP TPA.  Before the training, log into www.KyEducators.org and complete the homework assignment. After the Face-to-Face training, remember that trainees must take the online quiz and print their certificates.  The instructions for completing the training are in the following section.
After Your Face-to-Face KTIP Training
We get many calls from people who have attended training but who do not know how to return to the KyEducators site to complete the training.  Please share the following instructions with all of your trainees:
IMPORTANT: TO COMPLETE YOUR Face-to-Face KTIP TRAINING:

· After attending the Face-to-Face KTIP Training, your instructor will access KyEducators and mark your account as attending the training.  

· Give the instructor three working days to complete this.  

· Then return to KyEducators.org and log in with your Username and Password. 

· Click on the homework course. 

· Choose the “Evaluation of KTIP TPA Face-to-Face Training.” 

· Complete that survey. 

· Then complete the “Post Face-to-Face Training Quiz.” 

· VERY IMPORTANT: On successful completion of the quiz, you can then print your Certificate of Completion. 

· Make sure your printer is ready and set the page view to “landscape.”

· Print your certificate.  

· At the bottom left of your certificate is a YELLOW BUTTON. 

· Click the YELLOW button to send your KTIP completion data to EPSB.

As you know, no funds are provided in the appropriations for the operational costs of KPIP in the 2008-2010 fiscal biennium and no monies can be spent on KPIP after June 30, 2008. For principals, assistant principals, and deans of students (where applicable) hired after June 30, 2008, simply complete and submit to EPSB the Confirmation of Employment (COE) and a $50.00 cashier’s check or money order. Send the COE and the check to the Division of Certification. Upon receipt, the Professional Certificate for Instructional Leadership (School Principal) will be issued.
