· Check the expiration date on Statements of Eligibility (SOE) and Temporary Provisional Certificates.

· If a Temporary Provisional Certificate expires on December 31, the internship should be entered into IMS as a full year internship, August through May.  The intern should renew the Temporary Provisional by November 1st to avoid losing an internship slot.

· All payments will be mailed directly from the Department of the Treasury instead of EPSB.  Documentation identifying the amount, district and name of the individual(s) to be compensated will be sent separately from EPSB.

· To ensure that payments are sent to the appropriate places, all district, private, and non-public school resource teachers will need to contact Carol Smith at carolj.smith@ky.gov to update mailing addresses.
