The meeting was called to order at 1:07 p.m. All members were welcomed by Sharon Brennan. A motion was made by Dick Roberts and seconded by LuAnn Asbury to accept the August minutes.
			
Reports:

· KTIP status presented by Sherri Henley: Currently there are 2,504 fulltime interns and 290 spring interns. The original deadline for spring interns is February 15, 2011; however, the EPSB is extending the deadline due to adverse weather. 

· There was discussion among the group regarding the support received from the EPSB that has allowed us to reduce the requirement from 50 to 40 out-of-class hours, due to the “notwithstanding language” currently in KTIP statute. Because of the flexibility in our budget, the EPSB has been able to approve those denied the opportunity for internship due to budgetary limitations last year and from previous years as well.

· KACI members were asked their thoughts with regard to scoring the second cycle for spring Interns who may be leaving to teach in other districts or who experienced shortened internships due to adverse weather. A lengthy discussion ensued stating the pros and cons.   It was decided the members will report in August regarding their FY2011 spring interns and their results. EPSB staff will confer with the district KTIP Coordinators and University KTIP Coordinators and find out how 2011 spring interns are handled. 

· IECE TPA Training date needs to be implemented in IMS so the training date may be flagged in the system and any committee member not trained in IECE TPA can be flagged.

· CEO Report by Sharon Salsman: There are still 134 candidates under the old CEO program; there are 41 candidates under the new CEO program and 7 new cohorts. 

· NBPTS Report by Teresa Moore: There were 316 successful candidates from FY2010 who will be recognized on February 28, 2011; currently there are 595 National Board candidates for FY2011.

· SB 1 and KTIP Alignment Update by Robert Brown: The committee has added “KY Core Academic Standards” language wherever we read “Program of Studies.” There was discussion regarding what can and cannot be changed in the KTIP program training. KACI will review the changes made by the SB1 group as they occur.

· Changes were made by KACI to the TPA work being done by the SB1*KTIP Alignment Committee. We may be able to distribute this new training with Live Training software. Training materials will need to be prepared first.

· Update of resources for Moderate/Severe Disabilities work by Robert Brown: TPA Resources will be available for teachers of students with Moderate/Severe Disabilities on each task in KTIP. As soon as the work is final, this work will be posted on our website.

· Possible dates for regional coordinators meeting by Sharon Brennan: dates will be emailed to coordinators

· Other items for discussion: Educational Leadership is accepting articles by teachers, especially those in their first five years of teaching. The article should relate to methods of supporting beginning teachers. A handout was given to each KACI member.
