Because of the weather, this meeting was held with conference calls from the above members.  There were only two items of business that were urgent and had to be dealt with before the next EPSB Board meeting on March 17, 2008.

No minutes from the last meeting were approved.  These will wait until the next KACI meeting on May 8, 2008.

Cindy Owen stated that the first item of business was the KTIP IECE Intern Performance Record (IPR).  This document is being used as of January 2008, and it is patterned after the regular TPA IPR.  Ms. Owen wanted members of KACI to know that there were two minor changes to the IPR to be approved before it goes to the EPSB Board on March 17.  

In Standard 8 and Standard 9, under Standard Demonstrated for Cycle 1, the IECE Work Group deleted “Insufficient Evidence” and replaced it with scores of 3+, 3, and 3-.  This made the score choices consistent with all the other score choices in the document.  When the regulation is opened up again, changes can be made again.  However, at this time, this document, with these minor changes, will be incorporated by reference into the regulation.  The KACI members approved these changes, and the document will now go to the EPSB Board for final approval.  
The second item of business relates to the KTIP IPR.  Ms. Owen stated that the KTIP University Coordinators had met about this same issue in the morning.  The issue came to light as a result of appeals made when interns were deemed unsuccessful by their beginning teacher committees.  The appeals committee realized that sometimes there was not enough scripting to support the decisions of the beginning teacher committees.  Therefore, as some people in the field do very little scripting because some think the rubric takes the place of scripting and others feel there’s not enough space to script in the small boxes provided on the IPR, it had been suggested to add pages with ample space on them.  On page 8, we wanted to make that page look like the next page, which says at the top “Cycle 1 Observation Evidence to Support Scoring of Standard 1,3,4,5 and 6.”  This would allow a person to script as much as needed.  In the morning meeting of the KTIP University Coordinators, they suggested breaking the page into three parts and eliminating the next two blank pages.  Then add more pages to the end for those who needed extra pages for scripting.  There had been concern expressed that the document was getting too large to be used easily.  Ms. Owen responded to that concern by saying that the evaluation instrument had not changed in length, but the document had.  It was also suggested that the IPR be put in a 3-ring binder for easy access to all the added pages at the end, which when filled with scripting, could be moved in the notebook to be with the correct standard observed.  If this document is used for this school year, then we could make additional changes for next school year based on the recommendations of those who use it at present.  We would take this document to our Train-the-Trainers session on May 22 and out in meetings this summer for our KTIP district coordinators.  Then by fall, this document could also be incorporated by reference with the KTIP regulation.
Ms. Owen then stated that EPSB had promised that those people who had already been trained would not need to be retrained.  

Another concern expressed by Ms. Owen was how to get feedback about this document from across the state.  She suggested that EPSB could email this document to those who had already been trained and ask them to provide comments and criticism.  The responses from those on the conference call were positive.
Dr. Brennan stated that this would be a good time to get some data back on this document so we could improve it.

Ms. Owen then asked for the approval of those in the phone conference to take this document to the EPSB Board, and that approval was granted.  She also stated that revisions to the handbook needed to be completed rather quickly, but that the handbook did not need to be incorporated by reference with the KTIP regulation.

Ms. Owen then briefly said that if anyone had any changes to suggest in the online training, they should send those to Teresa Moore, and she would forward them on to Chela Kaplan in Technology.

The last item was a short statement from Jaime Rice who needs names for the Standard Setting Studies to be conducted this June.  She stated that she needed people to be on these committees for Theater and Earth Science and from early childhood and gifted levels.  She said to let Cindy Owen or her know if anyone needed a form to apply for this, and they will be glad to send out the forms.  Dr. Roberts asked what the qualifications were.  Ms. Rice said people on the panels had to have current Kentucky certification or be district personnel who work directly with currently practicing teachers.  Individuals from Higher Education are needed on the panels as well.
At the close of the meeting, Ms. Asbury gave an update on Dr. Wells and said she was now in the Carl Perkins Rehabilitation Center in Johnson County and was definitely making progress.  Everyone was very glad to hear this report.

This meeting was dismissed with thanks from Ms. Owen with the reminder that the next meeting was on Thursday, May 8, 2008, from 1 to 4.
