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Welcome/Introductions/Minutes Approval
Sharon Brennan welcomed the group and asked that each person identify themselves and their institution. She then acknowledged that she wanted to recognize Mr. Jerry Brunker for his 9 years of service at Morehead State University and as a KTIP Coordinator. Sharon Brennan asked to have the minutes approved from the April 2014 meeting. Ms. Brennan brought it to the council and all approved.




KTIP Data Update

Sharon Salsman gave an update on the COE’s for this year. Sharon stated they have approved 11 Fall, those were either medical or military leave that have come back to finish. There are 1,490 full year and a total of 1,501 COE’s that have been approved at the time of this meeting. There have been a total of 38 denied due to not teaching in field, we have not received their TCTP or for some other reason. There are 426 COE’s that are incomplete which means the district has started them but have not submitted them. 

Pilot Plans/Training

We have 22 districts and 1 private school participating in the pilot program which means that their interns will be using documents based on PGES rather than the 10 standards. Those documents are available to everyone on our website in PDF form. There are two more trainings left; one is September 17th in Davies County and one on September 18th in Carlisle County. After those two trainings that will wrap up the formal training that began in May. 

Jimmy Adams spoke about the training survey. At the time of the meeting 174 people had responded. The results showed the “strongly disagree” and “disagree” categories are very low in number, with the “strongly agree” and “agree” being the vast majority of responses. The following are a few survey questions that are asked on the survey.
 
1). Our training was convenient for me. This question received very positive responses.
2). Our training place was convenient for me. This question received some negative comments such as “training was in the summer”, “it was too far of a drive for me” etc. 
3). All participants were actively involved. This question received more neutral comments with the majority being positive.
4). We used our training time effectively. This also received positive feedback. 
5). I am satisfied with this training. This also received positive feedback.

Jimmy also spoke of the forum and its aspects. He asked for the group’s feedback on the KTIP tools one being the “schedule of activities”. Jimmy asked that the members look at the questions on the “schedule of activities” and give him feedback on if we are asking the right questions. Sharon Brennan asked if there would be any focus groups regarding these trainings and Sherri Henley replied “yes”. 
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Sharon Brennan asked if people need to have a certificate of training in order to participate in the pilot. Sherri Henley responded that we are asking the districts to select experienced resource teachers, if that’s not possible and a district has a resource teacher or teacher educator that has not been trained in the regular KTIP training they will need to complete the online homework and attend the 4 hour face to face training. 

Sharon Brennan asked “where do we go from here”. She stated that there is a small work team that has put together what we have now, which is sort of a field test stage. The work needs to develop quickly for implementation for next year. Sharon then asked the group “what are some of the things they advise we think about”?

1). What is the training going to look like?
2). How are we going to qualify the people that do the trainings?
3). How will those involved handle the transition?
4). Where does Teacher Ed fit in and how are we going to manage the two systems and fit it into our reporting?
5). How will the current KTIP Pilot training relate the larger PGES when we get into the next year? 
6). What will the mode of training look like?
7). What is the basic skill set that one needs to work with interns.
